Description

Presumably the statue was originally full length but was sawed into several parts during the First World War. The
surviving head and chest were attached at the neck—as can still be seen clearly today. The polychrome is severely
abraded, and the canvas glued to the support, beneath the grounding, is visible in several places. Some researchers
have linked the statue and its companion in the Museum of Fine Arts (inv. no. 7176) to the workshop of Jakob
Kaschauer. Others, however, believe the sculptor was influenced by the workshop of Hans Multscher.[]

Provenance:

The two, intact altarpiece statues were owned by an Austrian peasant during the First World War. Around 1918, he
sawed the statues into several parts and burned the discarded parts. The remains, thus transformed into busts, were
obtained by an art dealer from Wels (Upper Austria), and were then acquired by Viennese art dealer and collector
Franz Kieslinger. In 1937 one statue was purchased by the Budapest Museum of Fine Arts from the collector Lajos
Meller, while the other was procured by the Christian Museum in 1938.
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Provenance

A két, teljes épségben megmaradt oltdrszobor az elsé vildghdborl idején egy osztrdk paraszt tulajdondban volt. A
tulajdonos 1918 korll tobb darabra flirészelte 6ket, a levagott részeket pedig eltiizelte. A mellszobrokka alakitott
toredékek egy welsi (Fels6-Ausztria) kereskedd tulajdondba jutottak, téle pedig Kieslinger bécsi mikereskedéhoz és
gyUjtéhoz, majd az 1933-as bécsi kdzépkori szobraszati kiallitdson egyltt szerepeltek. 1937-ben az egyik fej Meller
Lajostdl a Szépmuvészeti MGzeumba, a masik 1938-ban a Keresztény Mizeumba kerlilt.
